4.1. Description of first aid measures

First-aid measures after inhalation : In case of disturbances owing to inhalation of vapours or mists, remove the victim
from exposure; keep at rest; if necessary, seek medical attention.

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4.3. Indication of any immediate medical attention and special treatment needed
